Dear friends,


As I write this, quite a bit of the snow has melted (to be sure there is still enough left and some forecasted for next week!)  There have been posts on Facebook of black bears coming out from their long winter naps.  (Bring in the bird feeders!) The secondary roads have been posted. (stay on the hard surfaces!) All sure signs of “mud season!”


Mud season in this part of the country is as reliable and dependable as blackflies and mosquitoes later in the year. The timing of the arrival of these maladies may vary a bit year to year but not as much as the date of Easter!  


A question I often get this time of year is why does Easter Sunday change from year to year?  For example, last year Easter was March 31st.  This year it is April 20th.  Back in 2016 it fell on March 27th!  Then a couple of years later it was April 21st.  And in 2027 Easter will be celebrated on March 28th!


How is the date of Easter determined? I use the “simple” formula: Easter falls on the first Sunday after the first full moon after the Spring Equinox.  Because we use the Gregorian calendar this means Easter can fall anywhere between March 22nd and April 25th. For the purpose of some consistency, the church calendar uses the date of March 21, even though the Spring Equinox can fall on other days.


Why the Spring Equinox and a full moon? It has to do with the gospel account of the resurrection of Jesus.  All four Gospels date the resurrection on the “first day of the week” following the Passover meal which Jesus celebrated with his disciples in the upper room. (See Matthew 26:17-30, Mark 14:12-26, Luke 22:7-38 and John 13:1-30.)  Passover's date is determined by the Hebrew calendar, specifically the 15th day of the month of Nisan, which corresponds to the first full moon after the spring equinox.


And there you have it! If you had ever wondered!  And if you haven’t, when someone asks you about it, impress them with your obscure knowledge of ecclesiastical things!


Either way here’s wishing you a drier mud season, a black fly season with a good breeze and a joyous Easter!
